New Book –“The Virginian Who Might Have Saved Lincoln” is on its way to the publisher.  The cover artwork is terrific – by Manassa, Virginia artist Richard C. Guy.  It shows President-elect Lincoln and his bodyguard, Ward  Hill Lamon, on the back of the train they took to Lincoln’s Inauguration in Washington.  Lamon, Lincoln’s bodyguard, who was from the Charles Town area of Virginia (now West Virginia) is the topic of the book.  He was Lincoln’s friend, and one of only three men taken by Lincoln from Illinois to Washington when he was elected President. 

Lamon, a relatively unknown figure in history, had many important roles besides being bodyguard.  He was Lincoln’s law partner for four years in Danville, Illinois, the U.S. Marshal of the District of Columbia, and  was sent by Lincoln to Fort Sumter prior to the start of the war.  “Hill” as most people called him, went with President Lincoln to Sharpsburg to visit with General McClellan in October 1862, and was in charge of all the events surrounding the Dedication of the National Cemetery in Gettysburg on November 19, 1863. Lamon introduced President Lincoln at that event, prior to what we now know as Lincoln’s “Gettysburg Address”.

But Ward Hill Lamon was not at Ford’s Theater on April 14, 1865.

This new historical novel is at the publisher, and is expected to be available around mid-June.  Stay tuned to this newsletter of my website for updates.

Dedication – My new book is dedicated to my Mother—Willa O’Connor, who is a spry 92 years old and living in my hometown of Dixon, Illinois.
